BCDL Scheduling Meeting
Thursday May 29, 2008
Meeting started about 7:05 PM

EC members present Galen Johnson, Peggy Jackson, Tom Brown, Matt Heimbach and Pete Hall.  Kevin Carter arrived a few minutes later.  Other league members present were Randy Wilcox, Joel Eason, Adom Lubitz and Ed Grubb.
New Business addressed:

A new board takes office this season.  The BCDL membership elected Galen Johnson as President, Matt Heimbach as Vice President, Peggy Jackson as Treasurer, Tom Brown as Rules & Grievance Director and Kevin Carter as Public Relations Director.  Offers were made by Galen and accepted by Don Grubb to take the position of Social Director, and Pete Hall to be Secretary.

Scheduling:
The league was divided into two-ten team groups, with the second group being split into two divisions.  There will be two “A” Divisions (A1 & A2), a B Division and a C Division.  Play format will be a double round-robin within each division, and single round robin between A1 and A2, and between B and C.  The A1 and A2 Divisions were randomly drawn from the ten teams deemed to be “A” Division teams.  Division A1 consists of The Perfect Seven, Puppies, Chapel Heel Boyz, WFT and More Cowbell.  A2 has Remain Nameless, Dee Asstardly Darts, Super Heroes In Training (no acronym will be used here), Whatever and Cod Nuggets.  B Division is Just in Time, DIB, Deliberate Strangers, Born With a Tail and Saddle Up.  C Division has Wallbangers, Who Are These Guys?, Strokin’, PK’s Shrunken Dooters (don’t EVEN want to know), and Dysfunctional Dogs.

 Match play will begin Tuesday June 3 and end on Tuesday September 2 with a Captains’ Meeting at Time Out on July 22.  The tournament will begin on September 9 with the finals for both tournaments on September 30.  The Season 45 Banquet and Season 46 registration will be on Tuesday October 7, with the Season 46 Scheduling Meeting being held on Thursday October 9.  Season 46 match play will begin Tuesday October 16.
Tournament:

The top two teams from each of the four divisions, and the two remaining teams with the highest point totals will play in The Mug Tourney.  All other teams may play in the consolation tournament.  The division winners will be seeded 1-4 based on total points, with all other teams seeded 5-10 based on their point totals.  Seeding is only used for determining “home” team for the diddle.  Teams seeded 7-10 will be randomly drawn for the two play-in games to reach a field of eight remaining teams.  All subsequent pairings will be drawn randomly including the division winners.  All board locations will be randomly drawn.  The Consolation Tournament will be seeded by total points, with pairings and board locations to be randomly drawn.  Each team’s home boards will have one chip in the hat for the drawings.  If a team decides to opt out of playing in the consolation tournament, that team’s home board’s chip will be removed from the hat.
For both tournaments, the “home team” for diddling purposes is the team with the higher season points.
It was decided that eligibility requirements would be waived for teams in the consolation tournament.

Miscellany:

Peggy presented information regarding the league’s financial position.  The league has been operating at a deficit for some time, and means to correct this situation were discussed.  Expenses have been steadily increasing while revenues have remained constant.  The decision to raise dues was likely several years too late.   There was concern about the increase in trophy costs.  It was agreed to allow the new policy of plaques being the default award (rather than trophies) to play itself out for a few seasons to see if it balanced out.  There was also talk about the current rookie waiver fee, but no specific decision was made.  Part of the financial shortfall has been due to the league matching all LOD’s.  Concensus was that the BCDL should only match the LOD pot at the post-season banquet – at Captain’s meetings, we should look to the host bar to add to the pot.

All trophies and plaques will be based on three divisions (i.e.: only one high out trophy for A1 and A2.)  Plaques are the default – captain’s need to be sure to find out if players on their teams would prefer a trophy instead.  There will be reminders to this effect in the DoubleOut.
All Rookies must be declared BEFORE THE START OF MATCH PLAY on week 2 to be eligible for the season dues waiver.  All players added once week 2 play has begun will pay full season dues of $25.

Bids for the Season 45 banquet are now open, will be closed on July 15, and will be presented at the Captains’ Meeting on July 22.

We still want feedback about having the banquet on Tuesday nights - positive and negative.  Captains should get thoughts from their team members to present at the captains meeting.
